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Most power plants need steam to generate electricity. The steam rotates a turbine that
activates a generator, which produces electricity. Many power plants still use fossil fuels to boil

water for steam. (1)Geothermal power plants, however, use steam produced from reservoirs of

hot water found a couple of miles or more below the Earth’s surface. Geothermal power

generation emits no carbon dioxide at the time of generating power. (2)For this reason, it is

thought to be good for the environment, and has attracted attention as a renewable energy source
in recent years. Furthermore, geothermal power generation does not depend on weather
conditions. Therefore, it is capable of a stable supply of energy.

Currently, twenty-six countries including Japan are generating geothermal power. Total
installed capacity of geothermal power generation is the highest in the U.S., followed by the
Philippines, Indonesia in the third place. Japan ranked tenth in terms of the total installed
capacity, but ( 3) ) , as it is one of the largest volcanic countries in the world. In fact,
Japan is the third after the U.S. and Indonesia in terms of potential capacity.

Also, Japanese technology in the field of geothermal power installations is highly praised
around the world. About 70% of geothermal power plants worldwide is supplied using the
equipment of Japanese corporations.

In spite of (4)these favorable conditions, geothermal energy has not been used sufficiently in

Japan for some reasons. Firstly it costs a lot to build a geothermal power plant. Secondly, the
potential locations for geothermal power plants are often designated as national parks so that
restrictions are posed on development. Also they are already thriving hot-spring areas so that
many people object to installing the power plant for fear that the spring quality will change or the
hot spring will deplete.

Now it’s time for each of us to think about how we should utilize this renewable source as we

live in a country with less natural resources.
