Hashima (Battleship Island)

Hashima (Battleship Island) is an

uninhabited island off the coast of
Nagasaki Prefecture. The shape of the
island, which can be seen from Nagasaki,
18.5km away, resembles the shape of the
battleship Tosa, hence the name
Gunkanjima.

[t is said that more than 5,000 people lived
on semi-artificial islands in order to mine
coal from the seafloor. On the island, it was
possible to obtain everything necessary for
life, such as coal mines, high-rise
residences, schools, hospitals, shops, and
movie theaters.

Even now that the coal mine has closed
and the island has become an uninhabited
island, its appearance remains unchanged.
Today, many tourists visit to see the main
pit "No. 2 Shaft Ruins", the brick "general

office", and the oldest reinforced concrete



apartment in Japan.

“Meganebashi” in Nagasaki Prefecture is

the first arched stone bridge in Japan. It
has a long history and is said to have been
constructed in 1634 by summoning
stonemasons from China.

The beautiful arch bridge is 22m long,
3.6bm wide, and 5.46m high above the river
surface. The name comes from the fact
that the shadows cast on the surface of the
water form circles and look like spectacles.
Today, it is designated as a national
important cultural property and is a popular
tourist spot that attracts many tourists
from inside and outside the prefecture.

It is also counted as one of Japan's three
famous bridges, along with "Nihonbashi"
and "Kintaikyo". In recent years, the heart-
shaped stone on the Nakashima River bank
of the bridge has become a hot topic on
social media, and it is gaining popularity as
a power spot to pray for love.

Mt. Inasa Summit Observatory

The landmark of Nagasaki City, Nagasaki

Observatory" is known as a popular spot for

In 2012, along with Hong Kong and
Monaco, it was selected as one of the
"World's New Top 3 Night Views", and in
2015, along with Kobe and Sapporo, it was
selected as one of the "Japan's New Top 3
Night Views".

On clear days, you can see as far as
Unzen, the Goto Islands, and Amakusa from
the summit of Mt. Inasa, which is about
333 meters above sea level.

The night view award is popular. The
townscape of Nagasaki with many slopes,
where houses are lined up on the slopes of
the mountains, is three-dimensional, and
you can enjoy a fantastic and beautiful
night view that cannot be seen in other
cities.

Its beauty is called "10 million dollar night
view". The observatory has a light
production, and it will produce a more
romantic night.
